States Project
1.  Select a state of the United States of America and email Mrs. Bekkemellom (kathy.bekkemellom@jordandistrict.org) the name of your state as well as two or three others in the order you would want to do.  They will be given on a first come, first served basis.  If your first choice is already been chosen, I’ll go down the list and email you back the state you have to research.

2.  Search on the internet for facts about your chosen state.  You will be writing a three page research paper.  We will talk about specifics for the research paper in class.
3.  Using Excel, create a graph that compares the “average” precipitation of your state and at least 10 others.  Create a second graph that compares the population of those same states from the first graphs.  They should each be on their own chart.   Make sure you properly label your graph.  DO NOT USE TIMES NEW ROMAN or ARIAL FONT!!  (But, I have to be able to read it.  Don’t get too creative.)
4.  Using PowerPoint, create a 15+ slide presentation depicting why your state is a pretty great state.  Use the facts you found in step 2.  You must have a picture on each slide, slide transitions, slide designs and at least two things animated.  DO NOT USE TIMES NEW ROMAN or ARIAL FONT!! (But, we have to be able to read it.  Don’t get too creative.)  You will be using this presentation to present your research to the class.
5.  You will be presenting this information to the class.  Your presentation should be professional.  You will need to dress up for your presentation in order to receive full points.  You will be receiving more detailed instructions for the presentation after we finish our research.  I will expect at least a five minute presentation but no more that 15.
